WOMEN’S HEALTH AND HIV – WORKING LUNCH 
 
Lunch Time Workshop 
Hosted by ASAAP, funded by Abbott 
Topic- Women’s Health and HIV 
Speaker Dr. Mahin Baqi – 
 
This working lunch, funded by pharmaceutical funder, Abbott Virology, was attended by 20 women.   Dr. Baqi, 
an HIV specialist, shared current research and critical information on health issues facing positive women -- such 
as an increased risk of cervical cancer, breast cancer and osteoporosis.  Dr. Baqi discussed the importance for 
women who are living with HIV to have regular PAP smears, breast examinations and to maintain healthy 
calcium intake as well as a weight-bearing exercise regimen to reduce the loss of bone density. 
The group of women present at the session had many questions for our presenter, which prompted discussions on 
pregnancy for positive women, the risks involved, and the current technology to reduce the risk of vertical (mother-
to-child) HIV transmission.  This event was important for women to explore health and sexual health issues.
